Once aboard the Open Range 337RLS,

my attention was focused on the open floor-

plan with abundant floor space provided by

well-laid-out opposing living-room slideouts.

Following the entire length of the living room

is the proportionately sized larger streetside
slide, housing more than half of the galley
and a comfy, nicely decorated couch. Subtly
located beside the dining set in the curbside
slide is an easily viewable flat-screen TV,
hidden behind etched-glass doors in a
corner hutch/desk when not in use.

Adding to the residential feel of the
living area are large, expansive windows
complemented by touches of drapery
hanging from home-style curtain rods.
